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T he VIith World Hindi Conference is being organized in the

capital of Suriname, Paramaribo from 5th to 9th June 2003 by
Suriname Hindi Conference Organization Committee, (SUHOC),
with the active co-operation of Voluntary Organisations of
Suriname, comprising of Suriname Hindi Parishad, Mata Gauri
Foundation, Sanatan Dharma Maha Sabha, Arya Dewakar,
GOPIO and other associated organisations of Suriname with
the active support from both the Governments of India &
Suriname.

The 5th of June has a symbolic significance in the history of Suriname because it was on
this date in year 1873, Indians first landed in Suriname. Despite all odds and adversities,
Surinamers of Indian origin have preserved their culture and language. Suriname is the
only Caribbean country, which has maintained its linguistic heritage. So far, six World Hindi
Conferences have been held respectively at Nagpur (India) in 1975, New Delhi (India) in
1983, Port Louis (Mauritius) in 1976 & 1993, Port of Spain (Trinidad & Tobago) in 1996 and
London (U.K.) in 1999. Hindi scholars and connoisseurs of Hindi participated in the confer-
ences and made them successful.

About Suriname:

Suriname, located in the North-Eastern coast of South America, lies between 2° and 6° N
latitude and 54° and 58° West longitude. Its area is 1,63,820 Sq. Kms. Suriname is bor-
dered on the North by the Atlantic Ocean while the Southern border is formed by the Tumac
Humac and Acarai Mountain Chains separating it from Brazil. On the East lies French
Guiana divided by the MarowijneLava River combination. On the West the country is bor-
dered by Guyana separated by the Corantijn River.

Climate :

Suriname has tropical rain forest climate with relatively stable average temperature of 27.3°
C throughout the year. The temperature in the coastal region including capital city Paramaribo,
is somewhat tempered by Northeasterly winds. The average annual rainfall for Paramaribo
is 2200 mm. Continuous drizzle and some heavy rains are normal pattern of weather in
June in Suriname. Therefore delegates are advised to arrange gumboot and umbrella for
their convenience.

People:
The population is estimated at 438,026(1998). The "Hindustanis" (People of Indian Origin)

account for about 150,000. The population of Paramaribo is about 200,000. More than
90% of the population lives in the northern coastal strip.

Vaccination:

A yellow fever vaccination is necessary to be administered to a person visiting Suriname
and a certificate issued by authorized Govt. agency to this effect, is necessary to be kept
with the travel documents.
